RETREAT IN DAILY LIFE

The Spiritual Exercises of St. Ignatius
A Seven-month Spiritual Journey of Transformation

A new group is being formed for “Retreat in Daily Life” — a thirty-week
course of spiritual discipline based on the Spiritual Exercises of St. Ignatius.
Since the sixteenth century people have used these “exercises” to deepen
their faith and enlighten their walk with Christ. Last year five people at St.
Luke’s experienced this journey of transformation: Mike Watkins, Barbara
Martin, Mthr. Mary Lou Mannschreck, Lauri Watkins and Fr. Lee.

A new group will begin in October. The day and time will be determined by
the participants — if needed, both day and evening groups will be formed.
Those who are ready to engage the Retreat in Daily Life must spend 45
minutes to an hour every day in prayer and reflection guided by the
exercises; meet for an hour each week with others who are on retreat; and
work with a Spiritual Director at least once a month.
