I mentioned this fact when | got up to pray — the Council members at least

pretended to be amused. Of course they knew why — and they want things to

be better, but just can’t quite get there — still too much “stuff” in the way. And

so it goes, but they are not alone. There is “stuff” everywhere.

Is it the weather? The moon? Swine flu threat? The economy? Cumulative
stress?

Whatever it is, life is hard for a lot of people right now — or so it seems.
Reasons are often hard to find — if they exist. Oh sure, there are times when
we have made the mess and we have to take responsibility. But, more often
life just happens in ways that are unkind — and sometimes it seems to keep
piling on.

The list could go on for a while now that | am on a roll, but in truth a lot of
folks around us are experiencing some difficult and challenging times. So, the
Church prays and offers the Sacrament — and perhaps a call, a note, an
embrace, the Peace — anything that says we are aware and care. The isolation
must be broken. We are not called to “fix” people, but we are called to hold
and love each other through the darkness.

Upon reflection, | may have tried too hard when | prayed for the members of
the City Council. Perhaps more time and effort is needed in encouraging them
— more grace for increased vision, reconciliation, wisdom and compassion.

May God grant us consistency of grace and sensitivity of spirit for the ongoing
process — for them and the people around us. That is when hope can be/is
reborn.
