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Convention Reconvenes BCC

www.episcopalbartlesville.org 12:00 pm Convention Adjourns




The momentum is picking up for the convention. By

the time you read this column we will be only a week

away. Scot Harlow put it very well regarding the

preparations. He said the house is clean, the

shopping is done, seasonal decorations are up and the
RSVPs are in hand. We are ready!
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At this point three hundred and seventy-nine delegates, visitors and clergy
spouses have registered. That’s a lot of Episcopalians in Bartlesville at one
time! And, they/we will have a good time in worship, business, learning and
partying. The schedule in broad strokes is on the front of this newsletter. A
lot will be happening as the agenda unfolds.

A high point in the convention comes early with the Bishop’s Address. As
our spiritual leader he will set the tone and direction not only for this meeting
but also for the future of the diocese. Bishop Ed is now in the third year of
his Episcopate (overseeing the diocese) and the direction and priorities are
becoming more and more evident.

Because of the national economic downturn, diocesan finances have taken a
real hit. Over one million dollars had to be trimmed from the budget to bring
it in line with the anticipated income. Of course this is also a reality in all of
the churches across the state. The Bishop will be proposing changes in the
Mutual Ministry Support (previously known as the Assessment). First, the
percentage will be dropped from 21.5% of our net disposable income to at
18.5% or less. In addition, the percentage will be based on current monthly
income instead of previous annual income.

The Bishop will also ask for a restructuring of the Diocesan Council which is
the governing body of the diocese (Vestry at a higher level). The number of
people on the Council will be reduced in order to make it more effective. The
representation of one clergy and one lay person from each of the six regions
will be maintained — as well as the ECW President. Chairpersons from
various committees and appointed representatives will no longer be on the
Council.

Because the benefits of these proposals are so apparent, [ don’t anticipate any
opposition. And, Bishop Ed has gone to regional meetings all across the state
explaining why these and other changes are needed. | think this means that
most everyone will come to the convention fairly well informed and ready to
support the proposals.

As far as | know there is nothing controversial coming before the convention.
That can be a good thing — especially in Bartlesville. One of the breakout
sessions will deal with the General Convention, but that will likely be tame
compared to previous years.

All in all I think this convention will be a celebration centered on Christ —
With Arms Wide Open. We will enjoy who we are in Christ, who we are to
each other and who we are to the world around us — a celebration that also
casts a vision for the Kingdom of God in our time.
