The Day of Pentecost is a day of Christian celebration when we remember an event that
occurred to the disciples 50 days after the Passover during which Jesus was crucified and
10 days after they watched Jesus literally ascend into the clouds. While they were
gathered in Jerusalem to celebrate the Jewish Feast of Shavuot, there was a sound like a
violent wind, and then something that looked like tongues of flame came down and
rested on each person’s head. Christians consider the Day of Pentecost the birthday of
the church because, from that moment on, the disciples carried the message of Christ
everywhere they went all over the world. At St. Luke’s it is a Pentecost tradition to

+ to symbolize the tongues of flame and the Holy Spirit. Decorations on the
Day of Pentecost are red to symbolize tongues of flame and the Holy Spirit; during the
season of Pentecost they are green to symbolize the growth and life of the church.

Our “Shack” discussion was delayed this morning because of questions
about Phase One of my sabbatical — Bridges and Getting Ahead. So next
week at 9:15 we will use The Shack in considering our “Expanding
Theology” of the Trinity, the Bible, Universalism, Church, etc. I was
reminded on Sunday evening when we covered this topic how The Shack
truly is on target and encouraging with a progressive theology — and
spirituality.

On Monday, May 18 Lynda and I will be driving to Dallas where she
will have surgery on Wednesday, the 20", at Baylor Medical Center.

Understandably, many of the people there were
from St. Luke’s and they made quite an impression on someone who is
not “one of us.” When I met my new friend, she said she was really
impressed by the people from St. Luke’s. She said, “They really love
and enjoy each other. I wish my church was like that.” That was a
wonderful compliment for our parish. I just beamed with pride and said,
“They are special.”
