Apparently the flu is far more likely to be transferred by
hands touching the wine. So we are back to the usual options: Bread and Wine or
Bread in the Wine. Plus, if you are really concerned during the flu season, just take only
the Bread and cross your arms across your chest and the Chalicer will pass you by.

The following article was found on the website for the Diocese of Delaware:

There is no proven connection between Communion cups and the
spread of illness. In 1998, the Center for Disease Control made a
statement declaring their official, two-decades-old position regarding
the risk of infectious disease transmission from a common communion
cup:

Within the CDC, the consensus is that a theoretic risk of transmitting
infectious diseases by using a common communion cup exists, but the
risk is too small to be detectable. The CDC has not been called on to
investigate any outbreaks of infectious diseases that allegedly have been
linked to the use of a common communion cup. In summary, the risk for
infectious disease transmission by a common communion cup is very
low, and appropriate safeguards -- that is, wiping the interior and
exterior rim between communicants, use of care to rotate the cloth
during use, and use of a clean cloth for each service -- would further
diminish this risk. In addition, sharing the communion cup is
discouraged if a person has an active respiratory infection, or moist or
open sores on their lips.

Reception of the chalice is a personal choice.

The Church has long recognized that reception of either the bread or
wine conveys all of the grace of the Sacrament of Holy Communion.
Everyone is encouraged to make their own decision on whether to take
part in these practices.

That’s the latest from the Altar. If you are thinking about being or have been sick,
please refrain from taking the Chalice. If your health is vulnerable, Bread only
might be a good choice. Washing hands of the clergy may need to be more than
symbolic.
