most beautiful Easters we have had in a long time — the weather, flowering
trees and daffodils. But there was so much more.

I have mentioned many times before how much | value The Great Easter
Vigil — the first Easter Acclamation, first Eucharist, lighting the new Pascal
Candle, light in the darkness and hearing The Story again. But there was
indeed more this year.

She was old enough to speak for
herself — and she did. She was also young enough to have the Sponsors also
speak for her — what a great group. Mary, her mother and sister are new to
the parish and I am happy for them and us. But there was more. | enjoyed
seeing several couples holding hands during the service — I liked that. And,
did you notice the stranger who appeared to be “from the streets” in our
midst? He was welcomed by all and came up the Altar Rail for Holy
Communion. There was something really right about that for The Great
Easter Vigil.

We make sure each of our homebound persons receive Easter Holy
Communion. This is always welcomed with joy. Knowing the Bread and
Wine come from St. Luke’s High Altar is so meaning full — but especially at
Easter. | have seen this before but was amazed again by the experience with
someone who has Alzheimer’s. I took Communion to her just before the
Great Vigil. She seemed so unaware of what was happening until we got to
the Lord’s Prayer. Then she didn’t miss a word, crossed herself and held out
her hand for Communion — wow again!

The Altar Guild did a great job in having everything in place for each liturgy.
That isn’t unusual, but Wendy Hall, the Directress had to leave town because
of the sudden death of her brother and that left a leadership void at a critical
time. Rita Childers, rookie Sub-Directress; Becky Liehr, former Directress;
and all the Altar Guild members stepped and kept everything going —
wonderfully and beautifully.

Dolores and the Choir were great as usual — but there was something even
more special than the usual for this Easter. Having the Choir there for both
Sunday services plus Saturday evening is so important to our worship — and
they have such a wonderful spirit about them. Maybe that is it — the spirit in
which they offered the music. | am so grateful.

These two groups along with the Ushers, Layreaders and Acolytes helped set
the context for the liturgies. What happens within that context makes it
worth all the effort. For example, several families worshipped together for
the first time in a long while. Providing a special blessing for a friend
struggling with cancer was a “Christ Moment.” Several people shared how
their personal journeys are difficult right now and how Easter gave them
hope again. Out of the blue with no mention of it, a couple of people offered
to help with “Building Bridges.”

So, how did you experience Christ during Holy Week and on Easter? Share
your story/experience with someone else. That is great way to validate the
moment and preserve it. And, this is just the beginning of the Easter Season.
The celebration and reflection of Easter will continue until Pentecost which is
near the end of May. Be open to what the Risen Christ may reveal to you and
inspire in you. Watch for him on your path.
