Have you renewed your vows recently?  An opportunity is right before us (if you 

get this newsletter by Saturday – if not, any time will do).  Be ready. 

 

All of this started on Holy Monday for me.  Mthr. Andrea, Deacon Doug and I 

drove to the Cathedral in Oklahoma City.  Clergy from all over the diocese 

converged to that sacred place for the Sacrament from our Bishop.  But this was 

more than the “usual” Eucharist.  This was the annual event for the renewing of our 

ordination vows. 

 

Upon arriving I got separated from my colleagues (I had to run down the hall).  

Initially I could not spot them in the Nave of the Cathedral, so I sat by myself 

halfway back and to the side.  I began as we Episcopalians do by kneeling to pray.  

This is a gift I normally don’t have and I admit that I enjoyed the solitude in the 

midst of the congregation.  Indeed, I decided to stay in my space after I spotted 

Andrea and Doug trusting they would not feel abandoned. 

 

This is my fortieth year as a priest/pastor and I have engaged in this experience in 

one form or another each year.  This as been especially true on Holy Monday since 

coming into the Episcopal Church twenty years ago.  The experience is ever 

meaningful. 

 

The service begins with the sung Litany for Ordinations and the procession.  

Following the Scriptures, Sermon and Creed, the clergy stand before the Bishop.  

After a few sentences regarding the ministry of Christ and our calling to be Priests 

and Deacons, the Bishop then asks: 

 

Do you here, in the presence of Christ and his Church, renew your commitment to 
your ministry, under the pastoral direction of your Bishop? 

Answer:  I do. 

Do you affirm your promise to give yourself to prayer and study? 

Answer:  I do. 

Do you reaffirm your promise so to minister the Word of God and the Sacraments of 
the New Covenant that the reconciling love of Christ may be known and received? 

Answer:  I do. 

Do you reaffirm your promise to be a faithful servant of all those committed to your 

care, patterning your life in accordance with the teachings of Christ, so that you 

may be a wholesome example to your people? 

Answer:  I do. 

And now, as your Bishop, I too, before God and you, rededicate myself and reaffirm 

the promises that I made when I was ordained.  I ask your prayers. 

May the Lord who has given us the will to do these things, give us also the grace 

and power to perform them.  Amen 

 

I came home to St. Luke’s humbled and blessed with the ministry entrusted to me – 

and ready for Holy Week, Easter and all the days beyond. 

 

The Great Easter Vigil – On Saturday evening in the Great Easter Vigil you will 

have the opportunity to renew our Baptismal Vows.  This is a wonderful 

opportunity to say “Yes” to Christ in our lives once again.  This year’s Easter Vigil 

will include the Baptism of Mary – one of my new Youngest Friends.  Come and 

celebrate the first Eucharist of Easter 2010 and renew your vows.  Remember, we 

will start in the Courtyard with the lighting of the new Paschal Candle.
