What can it mean to be a “Sacramental Church” if
we are not “sacramental” for others? What does it mean to be “Christ-people”
and not be where Christ is in the world today?

Tonight | will be attending an appreciation dinner for our volunteers (ministers)
who serve at Kane Elementary, The Agape Mission and CONCERN. | am so
very grateful and proud of these very giving and faithful servants of our Lord.

Today’s “Tulsa World” had a story noting that 72% of the fourth grade children
in Oklahoma are reading below their grade-level proficiency. More than four
out of five of these children are living in poverty. The reading mentor program
(ministry) at Kane addresses this challenge with third grade children who
struggle with reading (and life). Every year the children’s reading scores
improve dramatically. “The system” needs to learn from our volunteers and
their students.

We have been a part of Agape Mission and feeding the poor from the beginning
of this ministry. We have three teams who once a month help provide good and
nutritious meals for people are in need. Being there and watching people come
through the line is a moving experience. And, the numbers increase toward the
end of the month as their resources run out. One meal a day makes a huge
difference for those who have to struggle to survive every day.

CONCERN continues to serve the poor in a huge way in Bartlesville using
people from churches like St. Luke’s who are committed to doing all we can to
help. This now includes our own Jim Liehr who, as a recent retiree, is now the
“Volunteer Executive Director” for CONCERN — which gives me great pride
and humbles me at the same time. Everything CONCERN does has such an
impact — the Child Learning Center (huge for the working poor), the Payee
