St. Luke’s 2™ Floor Classrooms



Anniversary of another kind — Today marks the

beginning of my fourteenth year at St. Luke’s! In my

Morning Prayers | gave thanks for the thirteen years and

the years yet to come. | am a priest most blessed to be the
Rector of St. Luke’s, Bartlesville!
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\ Remembering the first day — My first day was actually on a

Sunday — The Baptism of our Lord Jesus Christ. The celebration
was exciting and glorious — at least from my perspective. | have been told that the Senior
Warden, Shirley Ball, was relieved and pleased that the new guy knew how to preach and
celebrate. Apparently there was some doubt in her mind.

That afternoon I experienced my first Finance Committee meeting at St. Luke’s. That is
when someone finally told the truth about the finances of the parish — and the picture was
not pretty. In fact it took us two hours to get the deficit for the new budget down to
$50,000! You can only imagine where it started!

Yet, I believed that God had a hand in getting me to St. Luke’s and that God would
sustain and lead us into God’s future for our parish. That has been proven over and over
through these thirteen years and that won’t change — though | trust we will see a new lift in
our finances as we progress through the year.

Beginning my fourteenth year — Tonight (Tuesday and print day) the Vestry will meet to
adopt a budget for 2010. Clearly we will not be able to do everything we want and should
do this year. Most notable is that fact that at the moment nothing is budgeted for Outreach
— the ten percent of our pledges earmarked for Outreach (about $33,000) is not there. |
find that very painful. Organizations and people who depend on our Outreach support
will be lacking — and that in turn impacts the poor of our community and world.

| am hoping that the Vestry will be able to restore at least a fourth of the Outreach funds
tonight by adjusting the income and expense numbers. | have already started working
with Becky Liehr and the Outreach Committee to find additional funds and raise funds to
at least support our Core Outreach Organizations which include CONCERN, Green
Country Free Clinic, Agape Mission, Samaritan Counseling, the Green Family (Wycliffe
Bible Translators in the Philippines) and Ugandan Orphans and Clinics. The final
proposed budget for 2010 will be published once the Vestry members have finished their
work.

Ugandan Orphans’ school year begins —The new school year for the Ugandan Orphans
begins in January and funding is needed. We normally sponsor six orphans — and they
need us to help. The cost is $350 each which includes room and board, books, uniforms
and school — talk about money going a long way! However, that is more than they have.

I am asking you (individuals and families) to sponsor an orphan. Thank you letters from
the children are posted on the bulletin board. Please consider sponsoring one child or part
of the $350. You can choose the one you want to sponsor and indicate how much you can
contribute. (note: some students will change). The money will go in a special orphan
fund and be sent as soon as possible.

Birthday Open House and Gifts — I am looking forward to Saturday’s gathering at
our house (see pg. 3) to celebrate a “big one” for me. Lynda and Friends are being
very thoughtful. 1 understand there are to be no gifts — and that is fine with me — |
don’t even need cards. I have asked them to provide a donation basket for the
Uganda Orphans for those who might want to make a contribution on this special
occasion. Either way, | am blessed to have so many friends and a great parish!
