With the discovery that Bishop Ed will be here 

on Sunday, February 7
th
, and realizing we need 

a “quick-start” confirmation class, January has 

started looking short even as the snow and cold 

seem long.  I have started thinking again about why 

I am an Episcopalian, what do we believe, why do we 

do what we do and are there options? 

 

How can we enjoy being traditional and progressive at the same time?  In 

terms of transformation of the heart as well as the mind, how do we 

compare with other Christian communities?  What strengths and 

weaknesses do we bring to God’s Kingdom and a broken world?  Are we 

defined by our controversies or something more? 

 

Why is the Episcopal Church disliked, even hated, and respected by so 

many?  Why is the membership declining and is something new beginning 

to emerge?  How do we compare with the fastest growing churches and 

can we do the same things in the Episcopal Church?  Have we become too 

old fashioned and progressive and need to be more contemporary and 

conservative?  Or, perhaps more contemporary and progressive?  Or, old 

fashioned and conservative?  How many combinations of “oughts” are 

possible and which ones are right? 

 

St. Luke's Episcopal Church in particular is a good parish – perhaps even 

great.  Any priest would want to come here as Rector – I am so very 

blessed.  St. Luke’s is well known and respected in the community.  And 

yet, we are too “Catholic” for some and too “Protestant” for others.  We 

are too “liberal” for some and too “Christian” for others.  With all the 

people who need to be connected with a loving and active church in our 

community, how do you respond? 

 

I love the Church – the Episcopal Church – St. Luke’s!!!  Yet, much work 

needs to be done in the Church at large, but more importantly for us at St.

Ah, so many questions about being the Church in our time – questions 

which will never end and will continue to call for a response. 

 

So, the Discipleship Forum will take four weeks to once again explore 

what it means to be a part of the Episcopal Church.
