THE LENTEN STUDY 
New Seeds of Contemplation by Thomas Merton 

The Lenten Study is an important part of the Lenten experience and growth.  

This year the focus will be on enriching our prayer life.  Our text will be 

Thomas Merton’s New Seeds of Contemplation.   

Thomas Merton, a Trappist monk and spiritual saint, understood and 

practiced the balanced life of contemplative prayer and spiritual activism.  

At times this put him at odds with his superiors in the Church and yet his 

desire was to let what he said, wrote and did come from deep within and 

through his relationship with Christ.  Merton believed this is possible for 

everyone living in today’s world as Christ People regardless of his or her 

vocation. 

The Lenten Study using New Seeds of Contemplation will be offered in 

three identical sessions:  Sunday evenings at 6:00, Tuesday mornings at 

10:00 and Wednesday evenings at 7:00.  The books are available in St. 

Luke’s Bookstore.  Participants are asked to read the chapters that are 

assigned for each week starting with chapters one through five.  In addition, 

participants will be asked to set aside time for the spiritual disciplines of 

prayer, study and reflection each day. 

From the cover of his book:  New Seeds of Contemplation seeks to awaken 

the dormant inner depths of the spirit so long neglected by Western man, to 

nurture a deeply contemplative and mystical dimension in our lives.  For 

Merton, “Every moment and every event of every man’s life on earth plants 

something in his soul.  For just as the wind carries thousands of winged 

seeds, so each moment brings with it germs of spiritual vitality that come to 

rest imperceptibly in the minds and wills of men.  Most of these 

unnumbered seeds perish and are lost, because men are not prepared to 

receive them:  for such seeds as these cannot spring up except in the soil of 

freedom, spontaneity and love.” 
 

DISCIPLESHIP FORUM IN LENT 
For God Alone: A Primer on Prayer, by Bonnie Thurston 

Dr. Bonnie Thurston is a Merton Scholar, former Methodist minister, 

lecturer and university professor.  She is a noted scholar and prolific author 

who has written on topics ranging from the New Testament to Thomas 

Merton and Buddhism.  For God Alone is her first book on prayer.  She 

wrote this “Primer on Prayer” in response to a need for progressive 

instruction from simple forms of prayer to the more contemplative forms. 

As reflected in the introduction, Bonnie Thurston draws from her biblical 

and theological knowledge, her extensive background in Christian 

spirituality and her personal prayer experiences to write an engaging and 

practical introduction to prayer.  She begins with the familiar “voiced 

prayers” of thought and intellect to the less familiar prayer of quiet and 

listening.  She concludes each chapter with practical exercises and useful 

suggestions. 

Come and enjoy the journey each Sunday during Lent at 9:15 in Metcalf 

Hall.  Be prepared to enrich your prayer life and deepen your spiritual life.
