Sunday again!  I am looking forward 

to a great day.  And, I suspect he is looking forward to being here. 

That may sound a bit odd to some people, but not every visit the Bishop 

makes around the diocese is a happy occasion.  Coming here he trusts our 

liturgy – everyone will be in place – Ushers, Choir (Dolores is back), Altar 

Guild, Layreaders and Acolytes – ready for the celebration of the Holy 

Eucharist with our Bishop as Celebrant and Preacher. 

The Bishop also knows he is coming to a generally happy and healthy 

parish.  He won’t have to put out any fires and deal with any confrontations.  

Even hard questions and possible disagreements will be managed with 

mutual respect.  No one will fuss over our Mutual Ministry Support

his guard up while he is in Bartlesville and at St. Luke’s.  

Of course it will be a festive occasion with the Confirmation of eleven 

people – five adults and six Young Disciples.  But there is so much more.  

Bishop Ed is our spiritual leader and connection with the larger Church – the 

Diocese and Communion.  Yet, the connection is more than geographical.  

Having been consecrated in Apostolic Succession, he embodies the Head of 

the Church, Jesus Christ, the Tradition of who we are and the Spirit’s 

guidance in who we are becoming in Christ.  The Bishop’s presence with 

our Parish Family is an affirmation of our shared ministry which is 

Incarnational – Christ in us and us in Christ. 

This doesn’t mean that everything is perfect at St. Luke’s.  I will have a 

meeting with Bishop Ed on Saturday afternoon – both having our agendas 

for conversation.  Then he will meet with the Vestry and Staff on Saturday 

evening.  No doubt we will talk about finances, Outreach, membership and 

other issues which may come up in our time together.  He will have 

responses, guidance, information and challenges to offer as well as things he 

wants to share as the spiritual leader of our Diocese.  With all of this there 

will be a strengthening of relationships for doing the ministry we share. 

And by the way, all of the above will be true of our time with the Bishop in 

the Discipleship Forum – which will be held in Rodger’s Hall.  Come enjoy 

coffee and refreshments and ask what you will and hear what he has to say. 

The Bishop is coming!!!  Come, let us celebrate!

(Supporters of Sister [Ephrance]) 

Bushenyi Alliance for Rural Health and Development (BARHD) was established to 

continue our commitment in the work that we began many years ago in West Ankole, 

Uganda.  This includes supporting Sister Ephrance’s work at the 4 clinics promoting 

Health and Education, the support for three secondary boarding schools, educating over 

1500 students, and through the Student Orphan Sponsorship Program, 250 orphans are 

receiving a secondary education.
