Last night the Vestry approved the 

allocation of almost $20,000 in Outreach 

Funds!  The recommendations came from 

the Outreach Committee which included representatives from the ECW and the 

Bookstore – the sources for one third of the total.  Only $5,547 of the money is from 

the 2010 Budget.  In the end, we are paying more to Outreach this year than all of 

2009.  I am optimistic that we will pay even more by the end of this year.  Watch for 

next week’s “Steeple” for the specifics – I think you will be pleased.

This will be an 

expression of respect and appreciation.  Mr. Teague was the choral director for 

Tulsa Central High School when I made my journey through my teen years way 

back when.  He knew that I was headed for vocational ministry (yes, even in those 

days) and he gave me the title “Father Stephens.”  He was also a Baptist and I have 

no idea why he used that terminology.  And, no one else used that language then or 

until I came into the Episcopal Church. 

 

What I do know is that Mr. Teague was a mentor for me.  The trust, confidence and 

support he gave me in those year are still a part of who I am.  Gratefully, I was able 

to reconnect with him several years ago and was able to thank him personally as 

“Fr. Stephens” today.  We laughed and remembered together.  He was ninety-one 

when he died and until the end he was still singing even in his dementia.  So, I am 

not grieving so much as reflecting and giving thanks. 

 

Thanking our mentors is a good thing.  Being a mentor to those entrusted to us is 

crucial.
