The following is the essence of the note I 

sent to the Vestry and Staff last Friday 

(2/26) regarding conversations with the 

Bishop and possible Curate (edited for 

length).  The Vestry and I had previously told the Bishop we didn’t have 

sufficient funds for a Curate and that we were struggling to come up with enough 

financial support for our Outreach commitments. 

 

I have good news concerning a Curate for St Luke’s that will not require 

additional funds from us.  The bottom line is that Bishop Ed has asked Mthr. 

Andrea Jones to become the Vicar at St. Thomas in Pawhuska and asked me to 

accept Stephanie Mitchell as a Curate.  Andrea has agreed as have I.  In the 

process a partnership between the Diocese, St. Thomas and St. Luke’s is being 

formed. 

 

Here are the agreements as I understand them. 

1. St. Thomas will contribute a significant amount of money to the 

partnership each year for two years and will receive a one-third time 

priest who will be there on Sundays and one additional day each week 

for pastoral care, office hours, Ministerial Alliance, etc.  Mthr. Andrea 

has agreed and the Bishop and St. Thomas are pleased. 

2. St. Luke’s will provide a house which will be an annual credit toward 

the salary package of $12,000 (we have been offered a house at no cost 

to the church) and the already budgeted $15,000 each year which had 

been for Mthr. Andrea.  This is a total of $27,000 from St. Luke’s for 

two years.  In turn, St. Luke’s gets a full-time Curate/Priest for two 

years in The Rev. Stephanie Mitchell, who is a Transitional Deacon.  

This was too good an offer to turn down. 

3. The Bishop has also asked me to “oversee” not only St. Luke’s and the 

Curate, but also St. Thomas and Mthr. Andrea, as a part of the 

partnership.  They will essentially work as part of my staff and will at 

times have responsibilities in the alternate church.  I agreed to the 

arrangement though some of the details have yet to be worked out. 

4. The Diocese will provide for a little over half of the salary package for 

the Curate. 

5. Additional details have to be worked out the first of next week. 

 

The Bishop has agreed to allow Mel Tolson, Senior Warden, at St. Thomas, to 

announce the arrangement on Sunday including the news that Mthr. Andrea 

Jones will be their new priest.  As you might guess, they are anxious to hear 

about the new priest as well as the arrangements with the Diocese and St. 

Luke’s. 
 

That leaves me in an awkward spot.  After talking with our Senior Warden, 

Darian Kedy (our Junior Warden, Jim Liehr is on team at Cursillo this 

weekend), I have decided to make an announcement at St. Luke’s this Sunday 

morning.  I would rather have met with the Vestry before getting this far, but the 

timing made it impossible.  However, I think you would agree that getting a full-

time Curate at no additional cost to us is a great opportunity. 
 

On Monday morning most of the details were finished.  The salary packages are 

now in place.  Mthr. Andrea will be at St. Luke’s until school is out.  Deacon 

Stephanie Mitchell will start with us on the first of July and will likely be 

ordained to the Priesthood on July 31
st
.  I understand the people of St. Thomas
