‘ FROM 'IHE Lauri, Our Postulant

‘? Last week | got the official notice
L e MOR from Bishop Ed that Lauri
Watkins is now a Postulant for
Holy Orders as a Deacon. This is the next step in a discernment process
that began several years ago. For about a year she has been in a formal
process of discernment with the diocese. The week Lauri’s mother died,
she went through the last interviews — six interviews including forty-five

minutes with the Bishop. Evelyn is proud of her daughter — in a humble
way.

Lauri will now be involved in a three-year Deacon Formation process in
preparation for ordination as a Deacon. Deacon Doug can tell you the
studies and preparations are thorough and challenging. When Lauri has
run the course, she will make a good Deacon for St. Luke’s and the
Church. Keep her in your prayers.

By the way, this is a real compliment for our parish. Many parishes don’t
have one, much less two, Deacons. Of course, that can also be said about
the number of Curates who have been entrusted to us. We are blessed!

The Paschal Candle

Someone recently asked me about the Paschal Candle and how long it
will be in the Chancel. This of course is our new Paschal Candle which
was lit from the “new fire” at the Great Easter Vigil and led us into the
celebration of the first Holy Eucharist of Easter as “The Light of Christ.”

The candle is decorated with a cross with Greek letters “Alpha” and
“Omega” (the beginning and the end) and pins representing the nails of
Jesus’ crucifixion. Also on the Paschal Candle is the year, 2010,
representing God’s ongoing redemptive presence and work in Jesus
Christ.

From Easter to Pentecost the Paschal Candle is always in the center and
near the Altar. Even when it is not in use, the candle is visible at the
front of the church. The candle is also used on special feast days,
baptisms, funerals and weddings. So, while the Paschal Candle is tall at
Easter, through the course of the year the wax candle becomes shorter
and shorter. And in case you have been wondering, the candle is to be lit
before people arrive for worship and is extinguished after everyone has
left the Nave.

The Easter Celebration Continues

One of the things | like about the Anglican Tradition is how long we
celebrate Easter — of course every Sunday is a “Little Easter.” However,
the fifty days of the Easter Season is a special time to explore what the
Risen Christ means to us in our day to day lives. So, I look forward to
seeing you Sunday as the celebration continues.
