Pentecost Sunday is May 23 

All are encouraged  

to wear RED on this special feast day! 

The Day of Pentecost is a day of Christian celebration 

when we remember an event that occurred to the 

disciples 50 days after the Passover during which Jesus 

was crucified, and 10 days after they watched Jesus 

literally ascend into the clouds. While they were gathered 

in Jerusalem to celebrate the Jewish Feast of Shavuot, 

there was a sound like a violent wind, and then 

something that looked like tongues of flame came down 

and rested on each person’s head. Christians consider the 

Day of Pentecost the birthday of the church because, 

from that moment on, the disciples carried the message 

of Christ everywhere they went all over the world. At St. 

Luke’s it is a Pentecost tradition to wear red to 

symbolize the tongues of flame and the Holy Spirit. 

Decorations on the Day of Pentecost are red to also 

symbolize tongues of flame and the Holy Spirit.  During 

the season of Pentecost, they are green to symbolize the 

growth and life of the church.
