Deacon Stephanie is not only here, but is also fully engaged in becoming one of us 

at St. Luke’s.  And, before long she will be ordained to the priesthood.  Indeed, this 

Sacrament of the Church will take place the last day of July – and that is coming up 

fast!

To help Stephanie get connected more quickly, I left town for ten days.  She is 

leaving a positive impression wherever she goes.  People are discovering she is 

bright, eager and personable.  Because she will be helping with our children and 

youth, she is already meeting parents and getting things lined up for the start of 

school.  She has taken Holy Communion to several people who are homebound and 

is doing the weekday Eucharists from the Reserve Sacrament this week. 

Of course she also preached on Sunday, July 11.  I am looking forward to hearing 

her sermon on our website (www.episcopalbartlesville.org).  I had suggested that 

she might want to provide some insight to her spiritual journey which has now 

brought her to us.  Actually, as with all our Curates, she is free to do what she 

believes is right for any sermon – freedom and trust are important to us.   

This Sunday I am asking Stephanie to be the “topic” of our Discipleship Forum.  

This should be a fun time to hear more about her spiritual journey, personal 

background, call to the priesthood, gifts for ministry and Richard.

Of course, Bishop Ed will be the Celebrant and the one who will ordain her to the 

Priesthood.  Clergy from the Northeast Region will be joined by clergy from around 

the diocese to share in the experience.  The celebration will be marvelous – this is 

special! 

You/We need to know Stephanie as we approach her ordination.  We only have 

thirty-one days and half of those are gone.  That is why I am encouraging everyone 

to go out of their way to meet her and prepare for Ordination Day.  In the past we 

have had six months to meet, get to know and begin working with our Curates.  

That really helped the parish share more personally in the ordination experiences.  

And, what celebrations they have been! 

Coming to us as a Transitional Deacon, Stephanie is ready to be ordained to the 

Priesthood – and that is a good thing.  She will very quickly step in to the role (and 

steep learning curve) as a priest who will be very helpful for the parish – and 

exciting for her. 

We have been blessed to have shared in ordaining four people to the Priesthood in 

the last thirteen and a half years – and now a fifth!  There are churches that go for 

decades without ordaining a priest and many never have this experience.  This 

ordination will be grand and glorious like each of the other celebrations. 

What will make it extra special is getting to know her personally and then being 

here on the 31
st
 of July at 11:00 a.m..  In fact, this is great time to invite your friends 

to experience what Miriam Petrovich refers to as “Anglican Pomp and Glory!”
